Water Bottles

We are happy for children to drink water throughout the day, as evidence shows that they can become dehydrated and that it can have an effect on their learning. We have recently reminded our children of the following points that we would like them to follow:

· Bottles should be filled up at home with fresh water at the beginning of the day. Children will be able to fill up if necessary at lunchtime, but bottles must be returned home each evening.

· No iced water please – the bottle could cause an injury, and it is not conducive to slaking their thirst.

· We are strongly encouraging children not to fiddle with their bottles, particularly when teachers are talking to the class, and for them not to be continually drinking small amounts. A couple of drinks each lesson is sufficient to keep them hydrated.
